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The land of Huaiôan develops along the ancient 

canal of Huai River. In Mandarin, Huaiôan means 

the hopes of residents for Everlasting Peace of 

Huai River. The city preserves more than 2,2200 

years of history and it is located at the confluence 

of the Beijing-Hangzhou Grand Canal. This is a 

city with many notable people including promi-

nent Communist Party of China leader, Premier 

of the Peopleôs Republic of China since 1949 till 

death.   



Attractions Zhou Enlai Guju & 
Memorial Hall  
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Huaiôan is a place where the great leader Zhou Enlai 

was born. Local name for this place is Zhou Enlai Guju. 

Zhou Enlai was born on 5th of August, 1898. He was 

one of the notable leaders in China who was a premier 

of the country since 1949 till 1976. After his death, the 

house was renovated and opened to the public and in 

1998, the memoral hall of Zhou Enlai was opened. 

Each year many people travel to Huaiôan in commemo-

ration of the great leader of China. The memorial hall 

consists of an exhibit hall, a video room, a guest 

lounge and a library.   



Attractions 
Ming Dynasty  

Huaiôan is one of the most important places in China where the first mausoleum of the Ming 

Dynasty located. Local name for the place is Mingzu Ling which is situated on the west 

bank of Lake Hongzehu. It was built for the first emperor of the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644) 

in 1387. The aisle to the tomb is decorated with rider, official and soldier shaped statues 

and holy animals such as lions and unicorns.   
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Attractions Chinaôs Pompeii 
Sizhou  
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The treasure city of Sizhou in Huaiôan preserve 

both historical and archaeological meanings. It was 

founded in the Zhou Dynasty (557-581 A.D.) and 

was rebuilt in Tang Dynasty (690-705 A.D.). This 

place is often compared with buried city, Pompeii, 

Italy. Once the destructive flood of Yangtze River 

(in 1680) ruined the surrounding areas but Sizhou 

was luckily submerged in the water, but it is still in-

tact and fully preserved.
