Xuzhou is known for its remains of the 

Han Culture. Many items and relics are 

displayed in its museums. There are a 

total of more than 200 Han tombs, with 

thousands of unearthed priceless  

funerary objects and terracotta warriors. 

Emperor Gao  
Commonly known as Gaozu or Liu Bang, this was the first emperor of the Han Dynasty. He was 

born a peasant in the Pei county of Xuzhou, and was one of few dynasty founders who emerged 

from lower classes.

Many people know of the Xian Terracotta Warriors and Horses of the Qin Dynasty, few know 

of the Xuzhou Han Dynasty Terracotta Museum.  

 

Warriors and horses of the Prince of Chu have been excavated. The Xuzhou Museum of  

Terracotta Warriors and Horses is built on the original site of the discovery. Clay warriors of 

various forms are arranged in several pits. These figures are different from their more known 

cousins, Xian`s warriors. Each statue has a different expressions, gestures and faces. They 

cry, laugh, frown and contemplate.

Fan Zeng Tomb  

Fan Zeng was the most respected political  

advisor and strategist of the West Chu State. 

He advised Xiang Liang and Xiang Yu, heads 

of the West Chu State. Story has it that Xiang 

Yu was deceived by his enemy and lost trust in 

Zeng, eventually dismissing him. Zeng died of 

sorrow shortly  

afterwards. 

Later developments 

proved that Zengôs  

judgments were correct. 

Many historians believe 

that if Xiang Yu had  

listened to and accepted 

Zengôs advice, history 

would be different. 

Guishan Han Tomb  

Due to it's large scale and detailed architecture, 

this tomb is the most famous amongst the Han 

Tombs. Here buried is the sixth prince and  

princess of the Western Han Dynasty - Liu Zhu 

(128BC- 116BC) and his wife.

Xuzhou Museum  

This is a comprehensive museum that shows remains of the 

Han Dynasty, jade clothes and coffins, ink stones, calligraphy, 

furniture, stone tablets and burial objects, found in the ancient tombs. The museum sits in the site 

of the temporary imperial palace of Emperor Qianlong. 

Folk Custom Museum  

This museum recreates the style of the Ming Dynasty homes. Here, a legitimate 

experience of the way things were can be found, traditional decoration, crafts,  

music and dramas. Ancient life styles and marriage customs can be seen and if 

desired, these services can be hired. 

Gallery of Han Stone Sculptures  

This is a collection of carved and painted stone sculptures that include the  

Weaving Picture, the Cattle Ploughing Picture, the Drinking with Dance and Music 

Picture as well as the All Birds towards Phoenix. 
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
