This is a city preserves 2,100 years of history.  

 

It is situated in the East coast of China and well 

protected coastline provides ecotourism opportu-

nities for travelers. Yancheng has the fame of its 

wetland and uncontaminated water. Yancheng 

National Nature Reserve and Yancheng Dafeng 

Milu National Nature Reserve are located in the 

city and offer great scenic experience.  

 

The best season to visit Yancheng is during 

spring, summer and autumn.  



Yancheng Nature Reserve is a prestigious na-

tional wetland nature reserve which preserves the 

habitats for the rare birds, especially the red-

crowned crane. Every year, it is easily found that 

the flocks of rare birds  creates spectacular scen-

eries. The area occupies 453,000 hectares costal 

wetland and 582km of coastline.  The reserve 

also provides great habitats for the plant species. 

It has 43 coelenterate, 65 annelids, 156 mollusks, 

310 insects, 281 fishes, 45 amphibians and rep-

tiles, 379 birds and 47 types of mammals.  
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Yancheng Dafeng Milu National Nature 

Reserve is designed in order to preserve 

and naturalize endangered deer species.  

Yancheng is called óLongest Deer Trail in 

the Worldô and it explains its nickname 

well.  

The nature reserve has gained its reputation and is 

founded by the local municipal government, the State Envi-

ronmental Protection Agency, and the United Nations De-

velopment Program Global Environment Fund.
