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Yangzhou (YZ2)

The Home of Slender West Lake
and Birthplace of the Grand Canal

Yangzhou, where Marco Polo once served, is a
city with a history of 2,500 years, tracing back to
the Spring and Autumn Period when it was
called Guangling .

With a long history and flourishing culture,
Yangzhou offers pleasant weather and elegant
natural landscapes.
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The city has chosen the Qing
flower as its symbol, an emblem
approved by the city council in 1985,

In 2003 two flower species, Viburnum
and Herbaceous Peony, and the
Ginkgo tree were selected.

Symbols
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Flat Hills Hall
Built by Ouyang Xiu, writer of the Song Dynasty, this hall
stands looking on the mountains, south of the Yangtze River.
From here, the mountains look flat against the horizon.

Pavilion of Flourishing Culture
This round, three-story pavilion was built in 1585 and
celebrates cultural traditions. This monument marks the center
of the city.

Tomb of Puhading
This is essentially a Ming Dynasty graveyard that includes the
tomb of Puhading. According to inscriptions on the tomb,
Puhading was a direct descendant of Muhammad, the Prophet.
The tomb is adjacent to a mosque that houses a collection of
materials that document China's relations with Muslim
countries.

Monuments
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Da Ming temple
Fajing Temple, formerly known as Daming Temple, is
located on Shugang Hill. The original temple was built
over 1,500 years ago. Later, during the Southern Song
Dynasty, a nine-story pagoda, the Qiling ta, was built on
the temple grounds.

Stone Pagoda (Shita)
This is the oldest Pagoda still standing in Yangzhou, built

in 837 AD.
