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Jiangsu is located on the east coast of China. The total land 

area of the province is 102,600 square kilometers. Jiangsu 

is crossed by the Yangtze River from east to west and by the 

Grand Canal from north to south, while Lake Tai and Lake 

Hongze, both located within Jiangsu's borders, are two of 

the largest lakes in China. In addition, the province is 

blessed with more than 900 kilometers of coastline on the 

Yellow Sea.

The Qinhuai 

River, in the southwest of the city, stretching for 100 kilometers, was historically the 

commercial center of Nanjing.  

Visiting Nanjing's attractions is also remarkably convenient; many are concentrated in 

the modern downtown, while others are located on the forested slopes of a mountain 

just next to the city.  As one of China's most prosperous cities, Nanjing also offers its 

visitors excellent hotels at all price levels, restaurants, and shopping.
