It is 
6.7 Km long and 160 meters wide, 
which can take 15 minutes to cross 
during regular traffic time. In China,  
the bridge is the longest of its kind and 
is a landmark of the Yangtze River. 
 
The bridge was entirely constructed 
with Chinese technology, no external 
engineering assistance was used. The 
Chinese are proud of the bridge, con-
sidering it a grand achievement. Un-
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world, the bridge was not deemed 
grand in many technical respects. But 
what it represents is far greater then 
any opinion.
