
The recent solar eclipse of July 
26, 2009 was visible in just some 
parts of China, Jiangsu being one 
such place.  In total, 11 provinces 
in China's southwest, central-
southern and eastern areas, such 
as Tibet, Hunan and Jiangsu, had 
the best views of the eclipse. 

In Jiangsu, several cities held 
events in order to celebrate this 
amazing day.  Here are a few re-
ports from around Jiangsu... 

In Suzhou, there were six “solar 
eclipse-viewing travel routes” cov-
ering the city's major sightseeing 
spots such as the Lion's Grove 
Garden and the Humble Adminis-
trator's Garden.  This was a very 

important moment for tourists and 
locals alike. 

In Changzhou, experts in wildlife 
parks kept records of how the ani-
mals reacted to the eclipse. 
Changzhou was host to an impor-
tant event for both the scientific 
community and for visitors in 
Changzhou.  

In Wuxi, people held a series of 
activities to popularize the study of 
astronomy. A children’s center 
and a local residential community 
hosted interactive presentations 
on astronomy.  By focusing on the 
younger generation, Wuxi is help-
ing foster a love of science in 
young minds. 
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On 26th July 2009, the longest total solar eclipse in 500 years oc-

curred. Jiangsu, considered by many as the best place to witness 

this rare natural phenomenon, marked the event by holding several 

events and activities. 
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
