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China-EU Summit 

Initiated in 1998, the summit is the  
highest-ranking dialogue platform  
between China and the EU. Nanjing was 
the base for the 12th edition of the  
summit.  

Premier Wen attended the 11th China-
EU summit with European leaders in 
Prague in May, and was a key  
participant in this edition. 

Wen Jiabao, European commission 
President Barroso and Swedish Prime 
Minister Fredrik Reinfeidt, whose country 
currently holds the rotating EU  
presidency, co-chaired the summit.  

Relations between Europe and China 
have improved sharply after the at the 
time Chinese Prime Minister met Tony 
Blair and the President of the European 
Commission. Zhu Rongji met the British 
PM and Jacques Santer in the first-ever 
China-EU summit, after which Europe 
welcomed progress China had made 
over human rights. 

This summit’s talks began early Sunday 
between trade partners of China and 
Europe. European leaders lavished high 
praise on Chinese development as well 
as its contributions to the world  
economy. They say they want to 
strengthen cooperation with China, and 
work together to face down bigger  
challenges on the global arena.
