The International Olympic Committee 
(IOC) on February 10th 2010 awarded 
the city of Nanjing in Jiangsu province the 
Youth Olympic Games, making it the  
second host city in history to host one of 
the worldôs most exciting events. 

Despite facing strong competition from 

Poznan, Poland, the IOC favored Nanjing 

with 47 votes to Poznanôs 42.  ñWe had 

two outstanding candidatures from two 

fantastic cities. Both expressed the spirit 

of the Youth Olympic Games and both 

were capable of staging the event,ò said 

IOC President Jacques Rogge. ñWe are 

looking forward to working with Nanjing, 

and are confident the Youth Olympic 

Games in 2014 will be a success.ò 

The awarding of the Youth Olympic 

Games was met with delight by the mayor 

of Nanjing city.  "It is the pride of all the 

people in Nanjing, Jiangsu province and 

China. We will follow the commitments 

we have made and make it a successful, 

friendly and excellent YOG," Ji Jianye, 

Mayor of Nanjing, promised.  "We are 

ready for the next few years' work and we 

will work flat out for the event  

organization and the facilities.ò 

Most facilities are already in place, with 

21 of the 25 venues already completed.  

The compact Olympic village plans and 

comprehensive infrastructure was  

arguably a major factor in the decision, as 

well as the passion and support that  

Nanjing locals gave for the bid. 

Many of the competitors that will come to 

Nanjing in 2014 will be future Olympians, 

and it is expected that up to 50,000  

volunteers will help show Nanjing and 

Jiangsu off to the world.
